The Lessons

The First Lesson 2 Corinthians 8: 7-15

A Reading from the Book of Corinthians

Now as you excel in everything—in faith, in speech, in knowledge, in utmost
eagerness, and in our love for you so we want you to excel also in this generous
undertaking.

I do not say this as a command, but I am testing the genuineness of your love
against the earnestness of others. For you know the generous act of our Lord Jesus
Christ, that though he was rich, yet for your sakes he became poor, so that by his
poverty you might become rich. And in this matter I am giving my advice: it is
appropriate for you who began last year not only to do something but even to
desire to do something— now finish doing it, so that your eagerness may be
matched by completing it according to your means. For if the eagerness is there,
the gift is acceptable according to what one has—not according to what one does
not have. I do not mean that there should be relief for others and pressure on you,
but it is a question of a fair balance between your present abundance and their
need, so that their abundance may be for your need, in order that there may be a
fair balance. As it is written,
“The one who had much did not have too much,

and the one who had little did not have too little.’

“If any of you put a stumbling block before one of these little ones who believe
in me, it would be better for you if a great millstone were fastened around your neck
and you were drowned in the depth of the sea.

Woe to the world because of stumbling blocks! Occasions for stumbling are bound
to come, but woe to the one by whom the stumbling block comes! “If your hand or
your foot causes you to stumble, cut it off and throw it away; it is better for you to
enter life maimed or lame than to have two hands or two feet and to be thrown into
the eternal fire. And if your eye causes you to stumble, tear it out and throw it away;
it is better for you to enter life with one eye than to have two eyes and to be thrown
into the hell of fire.
