The Lessons
The First Lesson Exodus 15:22-16:10

Then Moses ordered Israel to set out from the Red Sea, and they went into the
wilderness of Shur. They went three days in the wilderness and found no

water. When they came to Marah, they could not drink the water of Marah because
it was bitter. That is why it was called Marah. And the people complained against
Moses, saying, “What shall we drink?”” He cried out to the Lord; and

the Lord showed him a piece of wood; he threw it into the water, and the water
became sweet. There the Lord made for them a statute and an ordinance and there
he put them to the test. He said, “If you will listen carefully to the voice of

the Lord your God, and do what is right in his sight, and give heed to his
commandments and keep all his statutes, I will not bring upon you any of the
diseases that I brought upon the Egyptians; for I am the Lord who heals

you.” Then they came to Elim, where there were twelve springs of water and
seventy palm trees; and they camped there by the water.

The whole congregation of the Israelites set out from Elim; and Israel came to the
wilderness of Sin, which is between Elim and Sinai, on the fifteenth day of the
second month after they had departed from the land of Egypt. The whole
congregation of the Israelites complained against Moses and Aaron in the
wilderness. The Israelites said to them, “If only we had died by the hand of

the Lord in the land of Egypt, when we sat by the fleshpots and ate our fill of
bread; for you have brought us out into this wilderness to kill this whole assembly
with hunger.” Then the Lord said to Moses, “I am going to rain bread from
heaven for you, and each day the people shall go out and gather enough for that
day. In that way I will test them, whether they will follow my instruction or

not. On the sixth day, when they prepare what they bring in, it will be twice as
much as they gather on other days.” So Moses and Aaron said to all the Israelites,
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“In the evening you shall know that it was the Lord who brought you out of the
land of Egypt, and in the morning you shall see the glory of the Lord, because he
has heard your complaining against the Lord. For what are we, that you complain
against us?” And Moses said, “When the Lord gives you meat to eat in the evening
and your fill of bread in the morning, because the Lord has heard the complaining
that you utter against him—what are we? Your complaining is not against us but
against the Lord.” Then Moses said to Aaron, “Say to the whole congregation of
the Israelites, ‘Draw near to the Lord, for he has heard your complaining.”” And as
Aaron spoke to the whole congregation of the Israelites, they looked toward the
wilderness, and the glory of the Lord appeared in the cloud.

A Reading from the Gospel According to John.

You have already been cleansed by the word that I have spoken to
you. Abide in me as I abide in you. Just as the branch cannot bear fruit by itself
unless it abides in the vine, neither can you unless you abide in me. I am the vine,
you are the branches. Those who abide in me and I in them bear much fruit,
because apart from me you can do nothing. Whoever does not abide in me is
thrown away like a branch and withers; such branches are gathered, thrown into
the fire, and burned. If you abide in me, and my words abide in you, ask for
whatever you wish, and it will be done for you. My Father is glorified by this, that
you bear much fruit and become my disciples.

As the Father has loved me, so I have loved you; abide in my love. If you keep my
commandments, you will abide in my love, just as I have kept my Father’s
commandments and abide in his love. I have said these things to you so that my
joy may be in you, and that your joy may be complete.

Danmien of Molokai is renowned for bis selfless, lifelong dedication to caring for leprosy (Hansen's
disease) patients quarantined on the Kalaupapa peninsula in Hawaii. As a missionary priest, be
provided spiritual comfort, built homes, provided medical care, and advocated for the forgotten

residents for 16 years, ultimately contracting the disease himself.

Mother Marianne Cope was a Franciscan nun of the Sisters of the Third Order of Saint Francis,
a religious order of the Roman Catholic Church. Born in Heppenbeinm: (Germany) and entered
religions life in Syracuse, New York, she worked, lived and died for the lepers on the island of
Moloka'i in Hawai'i. She initially moved there to help Damien, who was suffering from leprosy.
She was not herself afflicted by the disease, a fact argnably declared to be miraculous considering

her close contact with the patients over the course of several years.
